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Reading : In Year 4, every child is expected to read for at least 15 minutes at least 4x a week; this should be recorded in your child’s Homework Diary. These will be checked weekly and reading with either the Class Teacher or Learning Support Assistant will be recorded at least once a week. For the majority of children at least two of these home reading sessions should be aloud to an adult although some children do still require the support of reading to an adult every time they read to accelerate their reading skill acquisition. 
Times Tables: The children should already know their division and multiplication facts for the 2, 5, 10, 3, 4 and 8 times tables. These should be consolidated to speed up recall as well as well as new learning of the 6s, 9s and 11s this half term. The expectation is that by the end of year 4 children will know all times tables up to 12.
Other Homework: In addition, please choose 1 activity per week from those on the following page. Over the half term, at least one activity from each category should be completed (though you are welcome to complete as many as you like!). These should be submitted by the Friday of each week. 
Children will receive the number of House Points indicated by the star rating of each Homework Task they complete.
While every child’s homework will be acknowledged and celebrated with verbal feedback being given where appropriate, homework activities will not be marked with written feedback, as per the school’s Homework Policy. 
Finally, across the year, please choose one Values activity to complete each half term. These will contribute to a display in school and will be worth extra Character Points.
