These will be checked weekly. The children should also be learning their number bonds to 10 and then to 20.
In addition, please choose 1 activity per fortnight from those on the following page, though you are welcome to complete as many as you like! These should be submitted by the Friday of each week. 
Children will receive the number of Character Points indicated by the star rating of each Homework Task they complete.
Every child’s homework will be acknowledged and celebrated with verbal feedback. Homework activities will not be marked with written feedback, as per the school’s Homework Policy. 
Finally, across the year, please choose one Values activity to complete each half term. These will contribute to a display in school and will be worth extra Character Points.
