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St. Andrew’s Church of England Primary School Consultation
PROPOSED Changes to Admissions Arrangements for September 2025

Introduction

St. Andrew’s Church of England School is an Academy, in the Multi Academy Trust headed by Enlighten Learning Trust (ELT). The ELT has the responsibility, in conjunction with the Governing Body of St. Andrew’s School, for determining the admission arrangements for September 2025.  As with all schools, we are required to consult on our admissions arrangements every few years and to respond to changes in policy at National, County and local level as well as responding to the future demand for places as advised by the Surrey Schools Planning Officer.  

We are consulting on two changes and an explanation is included below. 
 
What changes are being proposed for Sept 2025?

Change in the definition of Sibling:
Previously a sibling was defined as ‘a brother or sister (that is, another child of the same parents, whether those parents both live at the same address or not); or a half-brother or half-sister, adopted or fostered brother or sister or step-brother or step-sister, living as part of the same family unit at the same address, Monday to Friday’.

The definition has been updated in line with trust schools to be ‘a brother or sister (that is, another child of the same parents, whether those parents both live at the same address or not); or a half-brother or half-sister, adopted or fostered brother or sister or step-brother or step-sister, living as part of the same family unit at the same address.’

Addition of Criterion 4 - Children of Staff.  Children of staff are defined as ‘full or part-time members of staff on the school payroll at the closing date for applications, who have been so employed at the school for two or more years by that date. Or, members of staff who are recruited to fill a vacant post for which there is a demonstrable skills shortage, as agreed by the Local Governing Body.  Children must be living at the same address as the staff member.’  Qualifying staff should apply using the Supplementary Information Form (SIF) available below, from the school office or on the school website and return it to the school office by the closing date for applications.  

The proposed admission arrangements for September 2025 are in the attached draft policy.

How can you respond to the consultation?
The consultation on the proposed change to the admissions criteria for St. Andrew’s School will run from Friday 15th December 2023 to 26th January 2024. You can respond by completing the online form. A paper form can be down loaded from the website or collected from the school office, and should be returned to the school office by the deadline.

What happens next?
After the closing date, responses will be collated and shared with the governing body of the school and ELT.  ELT and the St. Andrew’s governing body will meet and consider the outcomes of the consultation before determining the September 2025 admission arrangements. The admission arrangements will be determined by 28 February 2024 and published on the school’s website not later than 15 March 2024.
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
