	What skills do you need to be a good reader? 


	You need to read everyday

Be able to read out loud
Be enthusiastic

	What can you do now in reading that you couldn’t do before? 


	I can read words that tricky or have lots of sounds

I am able to understand more about what happens in the books

	From this, compare your pupil voice now with 2022/23…how has the subject progressed? What has changed? What trends are emerging for this year? What insight does this pupil voice give you and what will you do as a result of it?

	All year groups understood the importance of reading and how it can help them with learning in all areas of the curriculum.
Children have a better understanding of different ways to improve their fluency and what they need to do in order to improve their reading further.
Only a few children spoke about the importance of being able to understand what they were reading and what skills they needed to be able to do this.
To further develop this, teachers will use the language around comprehension more within lessons (Retrieve, Explain, Interpret, Author Choice) to explore how they help children to understand the text they are reading and why they need to do this.


	Why is it important to have a reading record?


	You can write down the books you are reading
So the teachers know that you’ve been reading
To record how much you have read
To track how many pages of a book you’ve read
It can help you remember the plot of a story
You can write down the page numbers so you know where you are in the book your reading
You can let your teacher know what books you enjoy reading
I can write it down and comprehend what I have been reading
It helps prepare us for secondary school
My reading record helps me want to read
